QUILT SHOP NEWS: 

 Heather Stewart Registration is underway and filling up fast. Register early to avoid 
disappointment as there is limited spaces available. Check out the options on our website or in 
the shop. The best deal is to register for all four sessions and have a super quilting weekend 
(almost like a retreat really) for only $185.00.  Registration must be done IN PERSON at the 
shop.  

 CHILLY CHARMERS Block of the Month program is also filling up quickly. Cost is only $25.00 
per month (if you require shipping, please add $5). Again, this is a limited space program so early 
registration is recommended. A pre-authorization form for monthly payment is required at time 
of registration to secure your spot. FIRST BLOCK pick up is Saturday, September 18 – thereafter, 



every third Saturday of the month you can pick up the next one (or if an out of town customer, 
we will mail it to you). It contains all the fabric required to make the particular monthly block 
and the monthly block pattern. The final block will include the finishing kit (borders and binding) 
Backing fabric, batting, threads, floss/embellishment and steam-a-seam is not included. 

 The SATURDAY BEGINNER SAMPLER program is also NOW AVAILABLE for registrations. This 
is a perfect program for the newest beginner or those who would like to refresh their skills. It 
consists of 10 sessions – starting in September. Check out the website or stop in the shop for 
more information. Only 12 spaces permitted – register early! You will have a quilt FINISHED for 
Christmas. Cost for 20 hours of instruction is only $150.00 – and it includes the fabrics to make 
the blocks. Fabrics will consist of neutral backgrounds with various Christmas type co-ordinates. 
It will simulate a block of the month quilt and you will learn so very much about “how a quilt is 
built”. Sign up today – you won’t be disappointed!  

 The Accu-Quilt GO system is becoming the number one “Christmas wishlist item”. If you have 
not seen it action – come on in and ask for a demo. In September we will be adding new dies to 
our current stock, but remember, we can also special order any dies, or die sets with an 
approximate delivery of only one week.  

 Lots of new notions and gadgets have been ordered and will be arriving soon. Currently some 
of the newest stuff we have include (but not limited to) the New Clover Machine Needle Sorter;
