Block of the Month Program Info 

       As mentioned above, the Back on the Farm and Lake 

Forest will be offered as both a whole kit or as a block of the month. More information on these two 
programs will be available soon.  
 

Starting in the New Year (dates will be listed in the Class Schedule (available Dec 18) in store or on website) 

 January --  Cobblestone Lane (Aster Manor/Moda) ð this is now a waitlisted program – we will be 
contacting those on our interest list in order – you will then have the opportunity to confirm registration. Once 
the program is full, the waitlisted persons will be contacted and updated as well.   

 

 March -- 5$ Madness BOM Program ð Registration for this program will be starting December 19, 2009. 
How it works is – you register for the program and pay $5.00 and receive your first block. Each month you must 
come in on the Madness date during the time allotted (will be listed on the class schedule) and present to a staff 
member your completed block – you then receive your next month block free. However, if you do not complete 
your block or present it, or attend the madness date/time – you will be required to pay a penalty of $5.00 to 
receive your next block. So – IF you do complete and attend each scheduled madness date – you CAN essentially 
make 12 blocks for $5.00. You will have two colorways to choose from. More information will be available on the 

class schedule. 

 

CLASSES: 
   A class schedule of the classes available in January & February will be available on 
December 15, 2009 in-store and on our website.  We will be adding LOTS as we go so keep watching the 
schedule for new additions. Some of the classes we are scheduling include beginner & confident beginner, and 
intermediate, classes. There will be classes for rag quilts to quick quilts. We gave kid’s classes abd technique 
classes – like the Attic Windows Technique and Quilt Bindings.
