We set up workshop in July showcasing all of the newest releases of Christmas fabrics, patterns, books and kits. It truly 
is amazing….the feedback has been awesome and you really need to see it by this Saturday, September 4th as we will be 
reorganizing the shop to give us back our full classroom. I really encourage you to come and see it before we take it 



apart. We will still have a Christmas Section, but it won’t be nearly as “cool” as what it was.  To give you an idea of what 
we have – there is over 200 bolts in there (and more coming)…………..Northcott’s line in Snow Much Fun, Metallic 
Stonehenge, Gingerland and Flannel Marching Snowmen.
